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TIPS FOR NEW DOG OWNERS
01.) Make sure your dog is spayed or neutered. There are many low cost options
02.) Always have your dog on a leash in public

03.) Do not allow your dog on the furniture

04.) Never hit, yell at or threaten your dog

05.) Exercise your dog at least 30 minutes a day

06.) Do not leave food out all day for your dog

07.) When on a leash, do not allow your dog to walk in front of you
08.) Never allow your dog to enter a doorway before you

09.) Do not pet or reassure your dog when it exhibits poor behavior

10.) Always remain calm, yet assertive, when giving your dog a command

11.) Do not scold a dog for something it has already done

12.) Never leave children unattended with your pets, especially when there are      

       toys, food or treats around 

13.) Never leave dogs out when you are not home.  Keep them crated if possible

14.) When introducing your new dog with existing dogs, take your dog outside  

       on its leash and walk a good distance apart. Slowly get closer and allow 

       each dog to sniff from behind (only) until you are comfortable enough to 
       take them inside.  Once inside, let the new dog roam and keep your dog on 
       the leash.  After a few minutes (if they are behaving) remove both leashes 
       but stay very attentive until comfortable.

15.) Keep a close eye on your new dog until it has bonded with you.  Do not  

       leave it in the back yard unattended.
